School Transportation Safety Update

The following items are NOT permitted to be used on
school buses: perfume, cologne, hairspray, body
sprays, nail polish, etc. If a student has any of these
items out on the bus, they will be taken by the driver
and parents may pick them wup from the
transportation office. There are students and drivers
with allergies and asthma that could have severe
reactions to these smells or chemicals being sprayed
in close quarters. In fact, there have been several
incidents already this school year.

School buses are the safest way to transport children
to and from school. As the number of school buses
on the roads suddenly increases with the start of the
school year, many motorists are unclear of the traffic
laws regarding buses and don't know what they
should do when they come across one during their
daily commute.

The following are procedures of what to do when you
see a school bus:

» When overhead lights are flashing yellow:
Prepare to Stop.
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» When overhead lights are flashing red: Stop!

» When hazard warning lights are flashing:
Proceed with Caution.
